The Online Hotline is the first secure, web-based hotline to provide support from trained crisis volunteers to sexual assault victims and their loved ones. “More young people now use the web to find health information than to download music,” explains Scott Berkowitz, president and founder of RAINN.  “To adequately serve younger victims of sexual assault, the Online Hotline combines the services they need with the technology they embrace.”
